1198 - Yateley United FC – Following discussions between the football club, the Town Council and the Town Council’s contractors, Gavin Jones,  it was suggested that, until March 2015, in order to give the football club the opportunity to identify their own contractors, the maintenance arrangement with Gavin Jones that the Town Council had until the ownership of the Devereux Park site had transferred to the sports clubs in April, be reinstated temporarily with the football club agreeing to reimburse the additional cost to the Town Council. Members agreed to accept this proposal.
1199a) – Yateley CAB – Following a meeting between Cllr Whitaker, the Town Clerk and the CEO of CAB, it had been clarified that the request for financial assistance towards the CAB’s IT Training Suite was the only request that would be made during the current financial year. It was, therefore, resolved to a) make a contribution of £8,500 to IT project and b) in order to accommodate this, increase the General Grants budget by £5,000 taken from General Reserves.
