DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Councillors Keane and Whitaker both declared an interest in the grant request from

the Yateley Neighbourhood as they are members of the organisation.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
There were no members of the public present.

1102
FINANCIAL STATEMENT UPDATE
The committee noted the imminent publication of the annual financial statement. The Town Clerk reported that the first salary run since the introduction of HMRC’s new Real Time Information (RTI) system had been completed without problem. He advised, however, that the new scheme required prompter payment of the tax and National Insurance due and it was resolved that the Town Clerk be authorised to make these payments electronically at the same time as the electronic payment of salaries subject to the payments being included on the next possible schedule of payments.

REQUESTS FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE
a) Yateley Neighbourhood Watch
The committee resolved to pay the grant of £800 as requested but suggested that, in future years, the Co-ordinator be invited to meet with the committee to discuss their requirements in greater detail.  

b) Lions Club of Yateley & District
Members were happy to support the Lions and the May Fayre and resolved to grant the request for £1,000 in full. 

c) Frogmore College PTA
Members, having considered the request from the Frogmore College PTA for a grant of £280 to cover the cost of a special litter bin for the school campus, resolved to award the grant in full as requested.

YATELEY UNITED FC

Members considered and agreed to the request from the soon to be merged football club to meet with Chairs of the Finance and Environment Committees and the Town Clerk to discuss the club’s proposals to establish a home base at the Tythings Gallery Bar. 


It was agreed that when the discussions take place, it be made clear that any agreement would be on a one year rolling contract, renewable at 6 monthly intervals, and would only be approved if it made commercial sense for the Town Council.

VISION 4 YOUTH
The Chair and the Town Clerk gave an update on the position regarding the Vision 4 Youth Project. Planning permission had been received, application for charitable status was ongoing, and costings and fundraising schemes were being investigated.

STANDING ORDERS

The Town Clerk advised that the draft standing orders containing revisions relating to

the new Code of Conduct had been prepared and would be circulated to members shortly for approval at the next meeting of the committee.

CLARK’S FARM SANG

Members discussed at length the proposal from Surrey Heath Borough Council
(SHBC) that they be allowed to identify part of the soon to be inherited by the Town Council open space at the new Clark’s Farm development, as suitable alternative natural greenspace (SANG) to mitigate against the impact of a number of small developments in their borough. 

Members considered in particular the suggestion that a tariff of £2,500 per new inhabitant be paid by SHBC on behalf of developers in its borough, to offset the cost of the Town Council maintaining the SANG in perpetuity. It was resolved to agree to the draft document produced by SHBC and the tariff suggested, subject to any comments from the Planning Department at Hart District Council, the final approval to be given by the Chair.
