17. Street Lighting Project
Following the presentation of the Street Lighting Project report to Full Council on 5 October as part of the discussion on the Finance, Policy and General Purposes meeting on 21 September, Members are asked to agree to seek the Secretary Of State’s approval to borrow £265,000 for the purpose of upgrading street lighting.

The scheme will result in approximately 188 new columns being installed which will allow 293 existing columns to be passed to HCC, along with the new columns.

20. Information Items
Farnborough Airport Consultation Update
From 3 February to 12 May 2014, TAG Farnborough Airport held a consultation as part of an Airspace Change Proposal (ACP). YTC provided an official response to this consultation. Feedback Report Part A, which provides a summary analysis of the numbers and types of responses received, was published on 29 August 2014. A second document, Report B was published and sent to the CCA in July 2015. Report B was not put out for consultation and there is some community concern that the proposals may have changed. Members may wish to consider contacting the CAA to voice an opinion. Both reports can be viewed at: http://www.consultation.tagfarnborough.com/ 
The ACP will be reviewed by the CAA’s Safety and Airspace Regulation Group (SARG), which is legally obligated to ensure that airspace changes are undertaken fairly, properly and with demonstrable high levels of engagement and consultation. SARG will make a decision on whether to approve the proposal and can add conditions that it deems appropriate. 
TAG Farnborough Airport expects a decision by the end of 2015. This will be published on the CAA website, www.caa.co.uk. TAG Farnborough Airport expects that, should the proposal be approved, the implementation of the proposal would take place by the end of 2016.

Audit Of Accounts
