Swan Lake Fishing Licence-working group

The current fishing rights licence is due for renewal on 1st March 2019.  We are required to give the incumbents six months notice if their licence is not renewed. 

The following options are available to Members;
Option 1, Renew the licence with the current holders for a period of five years until February 2024.  

Option 2, Advertise the availability of the licence to other interested parties, asking for expressions of interest.

Option 3, Manage a fishing syndicate in-house.

Option 4, Another option which Members may wish to suggest.

*Please note that the fish stock is the property of the current licence holders. If a new organisation takes on the licence the council may need to consider stocking the lake itself (at a cost of between £5000 and £10,000 from the SANG Funds) the benefit of this is that the council would then own the fish stock.
